	Wera Hobhouse is the Liberal Democrat MP for Bath, the Liberal Democrat Spokesperson for Energy & Climate Change and Transport, and Shadow Leader of the House. She is the Chair of the APPG for Music Education.

Lord Baker is a former MP and Cabinet Minister. He was the first Information Technology Minister, introducing computers into schools. As Education Secretary, he introduced the National Curriculum, University Technical Colleges (UTCs) and grant-maintained schools, as well as enabling polytechnics to become universities. There are now 44 UTCs with over 20,000 students. Together with Lord Dearing, he founded the Baker Dearing Educational Trust in 2009.
